Pharaoh understood the implications of the word Hebrews, Ivrim—the entire world
on one side, while the Jews were on the other (see Bereishis Rabbah 42:8). The
Jews wanted to be singular, unique. Moses and Aaron wanted to establish a solitary
society, a spiritually different community. Pharaoh began to warn Moses against the
Look at what :387,,consequences of such a venture. Pharaoh in essence was telling Moses
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you are planning to create—a society which will be hated. The Jew cannot eat, cannot
drink with the gentile. He cannot enter his church. If the gentile touches his wine the
Jew cannot drink it. The separation from society that Moses is proposing will promote
hatred. “You are creating a community of martyrdom. The tragic consequences of what
you are attempting to create is foretold by the star.” Earlier, Pharaoh asked Moses, Who
and who are going? (verse 8). If you want to start such a community, why risk the lives
of your children? The same argument would apply if an astronaut about to embark on
a space voyage wanted to take his child along. “If you personally want to take the risk,
“.that is up to you, but I will not allow you to risk your children's lives

Pharaoh indeed thought that religious lie and communion with God was the exclusive”
province of the adult male population. Judaism, however, insists that all sectors of the
populace can and should participate in religious life and experience.
