About selecting the young women for the choir from among captives which
[ led to you, and about whom I had written earlier. In no way should such
women be chosen for the choir from this group of captives. Rather they ought
to be allocated for weaving. I expect there will be another group of captives. I
myself want to choose and direct to you women for the choir from among the
future group of captives.

I have just directed to you female weavers, among whom there are ugbabtum-
priestesses. Pick out the ugbabtum-priestesses and assign them to a weaving
establishment. Among these female weavers and among these previous as well,
select thirty—or as many as there are worth selecting—attractive female weavers
who show no blemish from toenail to head hair and assign them to Warad-
ilisu. Warad-iliu ought to teach them Subarean choir music. Their dwelling,
however, ought to be moved. Be carefull with their food-rations so that their
looks will not change. When you make your selection, Warad-iliu should
attend. Moreover, alert MukanniSum so that the looks of the other female
weavers that you assign to him should not deteriorate.

On the release of a maidservant to the envoy of Haya-sumu, my lord wrote me
the following, Agree on a substitute for this maidservant and release his wife. I
have really looked into all these matters. This maidservant is one of the palace’s
servants. When my lord captured Hazzakkanum, this servant was being raised;
she is now a weaver. Realizing how beautiful diterally glowing, nawrav is this
maidservant, and (in contrast) how aged (amtu $ibao) is the one they are holding
in replacement, I have decided not to release this maidservant to Haya-sumu’s
envoy.

Really, about the female and male slaves who belong to my lord’s palace—
whether from Idamaras or Subartum; any number of envoys from Idamaras
could find in my palace and would want to lead away a beautiful maidservant!

Come, [let me tell] you the woes of the soldier, and how many are his superiors:
the general, the troop-commander, the officer who leads, the standard-bearer,
the lieutenant, the scribe, the commander of fifty, and the garrison-captain.
They go in and out in the halls of the palace, saying: "Get laborers!” He is
awakened at any hour. One is after him as [after] a donkey. He toils until the
Aten sets in his darkness of night. He is hungry, his belly hurts; he is dead while
yet alive. When he receives the grain-ration, having been released from duty, it
is not good for grinding,

He is called up for Syria. He may not rest. There are no clothes, no sandals.

The weapons of war are assembled at the fortress of Sile. His march is uphill
through mountains. He drinks water every third day; it is smelly and tastes
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of salt. His body is ravaged by illness. The enemy comes, surrounds him with
missiles, and life recedes from him. He is told: "Quick, forward, valiant soldier!
Win for yourself a good name!” He does not know what he is about. His body
is weak, his legs fail him. When victory is won, the captives are handed over
to his majesty, to be taken to Egypt. The foreign woman faints on the march;
she hangs herself [on] the soldier's neck. His knapsack drops, another grabs
it while he is burdened with the woman. His wife and children are in their
village; he dies and does not reach it. If he comes out alive, he is worn out from
marching. Be he at large, be he detained, the soldier suffers. If he leaps and joins
the deserters, all his people are imprisoned. He dies on the edge of the desert,
and there is none to perpetuate his name. He suffers in death as in life. A big
sack is brought for him; he does not know his resting place.
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
